Activity:  

· Each student will submit 5-7 photographs of a single theme.  Photographers may select the theme, but the theme must be clearly stated on the display.

· Photos may be in color or black and white.

· Students will create a display of their printed photos, mounting all photos on one poster-like surface no larger than 30" X 30".  Printed photos do not need to be the same size.  No matting or framing will be allowed.  Poster background should be white, light gray or off-white.   The display shall include the student's name, grade, and school somewhere on the poster. The poster display will be judged the day of the event. Students will make a short presentation of their display and answer any questions for the judges.  

· To enhance viewing of the photos if a large number of students enter the competition, please bring copies of the photos on a USB flash drive or CD to be projected on a large screen.  Storage medium should be marked with student or school name and must be compatible with a PC.

Materials/Equipment Allowed: Digital camera (1027 x 720 PPI minimum resolution), storage medium (zip disk, CD), scanner (flatbed or slide/negative type).

Judging:  A professional photographer will review the photo displays. Students should be prepared to talk with the judges and do a 5-minute presentation of their photo poster display.

Photos will be judged on the following basis:
a) Photographic Quality.............................................. 40%
Sharp focus, lack of camera movement, lack of
distortion, good contrast and proper lighting.

b) Composition............................................................ 40%
Good subject placement, center of interest, camera
angle, framing, background and foreground, subject
fills the frame

c) Interest or Impact................................................... 15%
Tells story at a glance, shows/suggests action,
reflects a mood, has human-interest appeal and
looks natural.

d) Mounting………………............................................ 5%
Neatly mounted.
