· Students will demonstrate their welding skills by performing a variety of welds using both Stick and MIG welders.  Participants will be given drawings and asked to complete the described welds.  4” x 6” x ¼” plates will be used during the competition.  One extra plate will be supplied for practice.
· Stick Welding

Competitors will perform a vertical fillet (up) with E7018    
· MIG Welding

Competitors will weld in the flat position to complete a butt weld and 2 t-welds (one ¼” bead and one 1/8” bead) using ER70S6035 with 75% Argon/25% CO2 

· Students will have 15 minutes to complete welds (this includes practice time.)
Materials/Equipment Allowed: 
· All welding materials and machines necessary for the competition will be supplied by event organizers.  The Minnesota West Mobile Welding Unit will be used for the competition.
· Students may want to familiarize themselves with the following welding machines:  Miller XMT-304 with 22A feeder and Shopmaster300 with 22A feeder.  (Manuals and welding tips may be found at www.millerwelds.com) 

· Students must supply their own Personal Protective Equipment including:  

welding helmet

hearing and or ear protection

leather gloves

close toed, leather shoes

welding jacket

safety glasses
